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TSU School Based Law Enforcement Study

Spring 2019 Results

Miller Middle School

In Spring 2018 and Spring 2019, 25 schools in Comal ISD, Dripping Springs 
ISD, Hays CISD, Lockhart ISD, San Marcos CISD, and Wimberly ISD 
participated in the School Climate and Safety Survey. The survey data 
collection is part of a larger study that will assess the impact of a 
research-based framework for school-based law enforcement. The study 
tracks the school experiences of a cohort of students who entered 6th, 
9th, and 10th grades during the 2017-2018 school year. A third and final 
student survey will be conducted again in Spring 2020. For more 
information on the study, please contact Brenda 
Scheuermann, brenda@txstate.edu.
